3pm to 6pm Festival

1. Students materials need to be set up anytime between 12pm and 3pm on Thursday, April 15 and then removed no later than 6:15pm.

2. You may decorate your display area in any tasteful, non-commercial fashion.  You will be responsible for keeping your presentation area orderly and litter free---during and following the event.

3. Bring whatever supplies you anticipate needing: tape, scissors, hand-outs, speakers, etc.

4. If your display needs to be monitored, then you must arrange for this; either you can be present for the entire festival or you can ask classmates/others to assist you.

5. Any oral individual or group presentations, like plays or debates, must be registered as an oral presentation and will be given a specific time slot.

6. Computer presentations are possible.  Please consider your own resources and what is available to you.  DVD players are available.  If you want posters, photo blow-ups, etc. to stand on a easel, you should provide your own or any other supportive prop that you might need for your display. Tables will be available for set up, as well. Equipment is available for oral presentations: laptop, LCD display.
